.   Keep guns unloaded and locked up.  Lock up the  
    ammunition separately. 
.   Follow the directions carefully when using tools or  
    equipment. 
Young children are especially at risk.  Supervision is the 
best way to keep them safe.  Childproofing the house 
can also help.
